
City University London Bursary  2013-14
The CBA is inviting applications for a scholarship for a one-year Masters degree in a broadcasting-related subject, offered by City University London. The award is sponsored by the UK Foreign & Commonwealth Office's Chevening Programme, City University London, Goodenough College and the CBA.

The bursary is open only to:

NOTE:  Only employees of CBA member organisations are eligible for this Bursary
· Staff currently employed by CBA member organisations in Commonwealth countries.
· Applicants holding a good first degree (Upper Second Class or equivalent), although professional qualifications or substantial work experience may be acceptable. 

· Applicants who can show, if required, evidence of English Language ability in the form of an IELTS score of 7.0 or TOEFL score of 650. 

The scholarship will be tenable for one academic year from September 2013.
Short listed candidates may be interviewed by the Chevening's representative and by telephone by the relevant Course Leader in the University. Further information about the courses can be found by going to the University’s website.
The bursary is part sponsored by the Chevening Programme, which provides 50 per cent of the bursary, while City University London, Goodenough College, and the CBA cover the rest of the bursary. The accommodation provided at Goodenough College is for one person only. Airfare should be provided by the bursar's organisation.
